	1 In the beginning of the instructional product, students will be presented with the following two facts about teenage pregnancy.  They will have to decide which one is true.
Fact #1 – A sexually active teen that does not use contraceptives has a 90% chance of becoming pregnant within a year.

Fact #2 – 5% of all U.S. births are to teens.
	1 Students will complete a KWL chart in which they will write down what they know, what they want to know, and what they have learned after instruction. Also, parts of the instruction come from what the learner’s expressed their interest were during the learner interview. This will use the learner’s interest and relate them to the instruction. 
	1 At the end of each section, there will be a checklist in which students will self-evaluate how well they have just learned the stated goals. This will help students to understand how confident they are about what they just learned.
	1 Throughout the instruction, there will be parts called “Now That You Know.” It will include encouraging words of the importance of the students knowing the instruction. This will assist increasing the student’s intrinsic pride in accomplishing the task of learning the objectives about teenage pregnancy.

	2 To provide concreteness, a section of the instructional product will include testimonials from actual teenage mothers. They will explain how teenage pregnancy has affected their life to provide students with concrete information.
	2 When students are doing the instruction, it will provide students with opportunities to engage in interesting, personally relevant, challenging activities which will aid to adding intrinsic value. The intrinsic value of learning the material is that students will now have a foundation to build on to make important life changing decisions about sex.
	2 The printed materials will be organized into 4 sections. Each section will build on each other. In the last section, students will have to use information from the other 3 sections to analyze the consequences of all the aspects of teenage pregnancy on their life. This will present students with a level of difficulty in which the personal life plan is the final challenge.
	2 At the end of the instructional booklet, there is a certificate. After students have completed the instruction, they will receive a non-contingent reward of a certificate to reward completing the instruction.

	3 To provide variability, the format of instruction will use a repeated combination of information presentation, examples, practice, and feedback. The print material will use visuals, tables, different fonts, and graphics to break up print material. The instruction and practice will use a serious informative tone and a genre used by teenagers.
	3 Students will use the information in the instructional product to make decisions in their life. When students create their personal life plan, they will have to relate the instruction to their own future goals by figuring out how teenage pregnancy will change their goals. This will show them how the information that they are learning now can be used in the future.
	3 Students will be presented with facts and statistics about the likelihood of them succeeding in certain areas of their life if they were not affected by teenage pregnancy.
	3 After each practice exercise, informative, immediate feedback will be used. The feedback will include verbal praise for successful accomplishment of the practice exercise.

	4 To provide humor, one of the sections has students going to an online video in which there is an animation using reproductive parts as the speakers. Although it is humorous, it provides informative information about pregnancy.
	4 To enhance achievement striving behavior, students will be presented with opportunities to accomplish a standard by participating in self-paced activities during instruction.
	4 In the feedback part of each section, they will be a part called “How Did You Do.” In this part students will have the opportunity to verbalize attributions for their successes and failures in completing the practice exercises.
	4 The instructional product will not include intimidation or pressure about the students sexual decisions. However, instruction will provide students with valuable informative information about being absistant, having sex safe, and avoiding teenage pregnancy.

	5 To provide inquiry, students will use the information that they have learned through the instruction to create a personal life plan. One part of the personal life plan, allows students to associate how their personal goals and their life would change if they were affected by teenage pregnancy.
	5 After students are finished with the course, they will receive another instructional booklet. Students will be presented with the challenge to teach one of their peers about what they have just learned. They will use that booklet to lead their peer through the instruction.
	5 This course is self-paced in which students will learn and practice the skills independently. This helps to create an environment in which students will become increasingly independent and will develop self-confidence that they have learned and practiced the instruction by themselves.
	5After each section, students will be given written verbal praise for completing the task of that section.

	6 To incorporate participation, students will take part in role playing activity in which they play a part in a dialogue about sexual situations. Students are given a scenario from a male and they are to write their response using empowerment quotes.

	6 After students finish with their personal life plan in the instructional booklet, students will have the choice to create a poster of their personal life plan to hang up for future reference about the decisions that they make. Instructor will include a poster size template for the personal life plan in the instructional product.
